In addition, the 300C is very safe to operate.  Schweizer touts the following features as being keys to the 300C’s outstanding safety record:
· Energy-absorbing fuselage structure and seats - reduces g-factors experienced by occupants in event of crash

· Fuel tanks with break-free design placed outside the basic structure for increased protection from fire hazard 

· Three-bladed, fully articulated rotor system to eliminate the possibility of mast bumping 

· Strategic placement of the engine for a low center of gravity 

· Design that maintains cabin integrity and prevents rotor blade impingement. 

Isolair Spray System


Southern Helicopter leasing offers mosquito adulticide application using the Isolair Initiator model 2700 Spray System featuring Micronair Rotary Atomizers.  This system is lightweight, at just 119 pounds, which allows for a higher payload to be carried by the helicopter.  The system is strong, rated for 80 mile per hours while traveling, and efficient, covering at a 60 foot swath at 30 miles per hour while in operation.  The rotary atomizers allow for ultra low volume application (as little as 0.25 ounces of chemical per acre) which allows for the most potent mosquito control possible while minimizing the risk of chemical exposure to humans and the environment. Other Services


Southern Helicopter Leasing also offers mosquito larviciding using the Heliap External Load Granular Spreader.  This efficient and lightweight system allows for the application of up to 500 pounds of granular larvicide to control mosquito broods before they ever take flight.  In addition, Southern Helicopter Leasing offers inspection flights when necessary, in order to better facilitate the control of mosquitoes by finding remote breeding sites that would be inaccessible by ground.  Our helicopters are outfitted with the Ag-Nav Guia GPS spray control systems.  These systems help guide our pilots to the spray areas, reduce over-spraying of target areas and provide our clients with detailed mapping showing precisely (within 25 feet of actual ground truth) where the pesticides have been applied.  Southern Helicopter Leasing also uses mobile ground units to support the helicopters during operation.  These ground units carry fuel, chemical, spares, ground-to-air communications, and other support equipment, allowing our helicopters to operate independently of airports.  By using this method of remote, on-site support, we save our clients flight time ferrying to and from the spray site, while increasing the safety and reliability of our mosquito control efforts. 
Personnel


The professional staff of Southern Helicopter Leasing makes the difference in customer service.  All of our mechanics are FAA certified Airframe and Powerplant mechanics.  In addition, all of our pilots have pesticide application licenses and at least five hundred hours of agricultural application flight time.  We also have a staff biologist, experienced in mosquito population monitoring and control.  Our personnel provide service and support during all stages of the mosquito control program.

Cost


Our pricing is as follows:

Adulticiding: 1 dollar per acre, with a minimum of one load of chemical per job.  One load of chemical will cover approximately 4266 acres at 0.6 ounces per acre.  EPA guidelines for application rate will be adhered to strictly.  This price assumes the customer provides the chemical to be applied.  
Larviciding:  Pricing is available upon request and will depend on total acreage and application rate.

Inspection:  Inspection flights to scout for mosquito activity will be available at a rate of 450 dollars per hour.

The customer will have the option of supplying the chemical to be applied, or the chemical can be furnished by Southern Helicopter Leasing at an additional cost.  The customer may also be responsible for other expenses depending on the circumstances.  The final price may be negotiable and will be agreed upon before the application begins.  
The prices quoted above are subject to aircraft availability.  If a dedicated aircraft is required, Southern Helicopter Leasing can make arrangements for aircraft to remain on site by contract.
